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The season of Lent begins on 
Wednesday, February 22nd on 
what we call Ash Wednesday.  
Lent invites us into a special 
time of reflection on our walk 
with Jesus in light of his 
amazing love and sacrifice for 
us on the cross.  This year our 
theme will explore the marks of 
discipleship using David Miller’s 
book, Lenten Journey: The 
Marks of the Christian.  On Ash 
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Wednesday and during the 
weekends of Lent we will use 
Miller’s book as guide, 
inspiration and challenge. 
 
As a part of the Ash 
Wednesday service, 6:30 p.m., 
worshippers will be able to 
come forward to receive the 
mark of the cross placed on 
their foreheads with ashes.  
The ashes are a reminder of 
our death as we hear the words 
spoken, “Remember that you 
are dust and to dust you shall 
return.”  It is a sobering 
thought, but one that reminds 
us of our dependence on God.  
It also prepares us to hear the 
joyful and saving words on 
Easter six weeks later that 
because Jesus lives, we shall 
live also. 
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Lenten worship will include 
special Wednesday evening 
services at 6:30 p.m. from 
February 22nd through March 
28th.  These midweek services 
will be 35-45 minutes in length, 
offering us time to reflect, 
repent, and recommit to our 
walk with Christ.  I invite you to 
carve time into your week to 
join us.  I know that God will 
use this time and space in our 
lives to shape us in new and 
blessed ways.

Lenten Journey: The 
Marks of the Christian 

 
On Ash Wednesday and during the 
weekends of Lent we will use this 
devotional as a guide, inspiration and 
challenge.  Books will be available for 
sale in the narthex beginning 
February 12.  Watch for more 
information. 
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During this anniversary year, the Jubilee Committee has asked folks to share their stories 
about how they came to St. John’s and some of their experiences.  This month, I thought I 
would share my story. 

 
My first day at St. John’s was Quilt Dedication Sunday in 1986.  The quilts 
were spread across all of the chairs so that it was warm and cozy—a per-
fect spot for me with 1-year old Karen.  I joined St. John’s in 1987.  In no 
time I was attending with our 2 and then 3 little ones, usually sitting in the 
front of the church where Karen would conduct the choir, Robby would 
wave at the flames, and Jason would stare up at the ceiling fans.   
 

Tim often came to church with us, but he also attended mass at a local Catholic church every 
weekend.  When Tim’s mom died in 1990, the people at St. John’s offered Tim a lot of support 
and soon he joined the rest of us as a member.   
 
My first VBS arts & crafts teaching experience included a panicked 
nursery staff coming to tell me that they had lost Jason.  They had 
looked everywhere in the building and the parking lot.  He was a tricky 
toddler and we found him hiding up under a table, being very quiet.  In 
1995, I became St. John’s Parish Education Coordinator.  I was serv-
ing on the Education Board and God told me to apply for the job.  This 
forever changed the course of our life as a family.  Tim never ex-
pected to be married to a church lady, and the kids still talk about long 
hours spent getting dizzy walking around tables and collating papers.  I never could have done 
my work without the amazing help from Tim and the kids. 
 
1995 was also the year we connected with El Salvador.  Our Sunday School needed an inter-
national ministry connection, and a God-guided flip through an ELCA mission book led me to 
choose El Salvador.  We invited Patti Simmons’ cousin, Mary Campbell to come and speak; 
Pam Brown, Mary Mueller and I did research at the library; and we built a Salvadoran village in 

our fellowship hall.  Steve Mueller did such a good job with his 
script that some of the kids really thought he was Emilio from El 
Salvador! 
 
Now, as the kids are getting married, Tim and I are planning for 
extended work in El Salvador.  I continue to work as a volunteer 
staff member at All Peoples Church.  We love hanging out with 
our friends from the Tuesday Bible Study group and MGD and 

we try to share our gifts as God calls us to do.  We give thanks for all of the mentors and 
friends who have guided us along the way, and give a special tip-of-the-hat to the amazing St. 
John’s women and men who took care of Tim after he broke his leg in El Salvador

Have you ever wondered why 
black is designated for the 
altar paraments on Ash 
Wednesday?  It is the only day 
of the church year when that is 
the case.   Not Good Friday…
the altar has been stripped on 
Maundy Thursday leaving the 
chancel completely bare.  (The 
emotional power of that 
bareness is an awesome time 
of contemplation of God’s 
sacrifice of his son, Jesus.)  
The reason for black, the color 
of ashes, is because Ash 
Wednesday is a day when we 
recall the gravity of our human 
situation where we cannot free 
ourselves. 
 
During Lent the people of God 
will reflect on the meaning of 
their baptism into Christ’s 
death and resurrection.  The 
sign of ashes suggests our 
human mortality and frailty.  
What seems like an ending is 
really an invitation to make 
each day a new beginning, in 

which we are washed in God’s 
mercy and forgiveness.  With 
the cross on our brow, we long 
for the spiritual renewal that 
flows from the springtime 
Easter feast to come.”         
(from  Sundays and Seasons) 
 
Ash Wednesday, this year on 
February 22, is a most solemn 
day and the beginning of our 
journey toward Easter.   The 
Lenten hymns in the ELW, 
beginning with number 319, “O 
Lord, throughout these Forty 
Days” through number 343, 
“My Song is Love Unknown” 
are a rich resource for Lenten 
devotions.  Whether sung or 
read, the poetry tells the story 
of God’s redemption. 
 
Author Paul Bosch points out, 
however, that “Ash 
Wednesday is not a day for 
morbid self-absorption.  Even 
in our sins we are still children 
of the promise; heirs of an 
original blessing; beloved 

children in whom God takes 
delight.” 
 
Hymn writer Marty Haugen’s 
“Tree of Life and Awesome 
Mystery” ELW #334, would be 
a fine hymn to use as a 
personal devotion, as well as 
corporate worship, during 
Lent: 
 
Vs.1 Tree of Life and 
awesome mystery, in your 
death we are reborn; 

 though you die in all of 
history, still you rise with every 
morn. 

 
God of all our fear and 

sorrow, God who lives beyond 
our death, 

Hold us close through 
each tomorrow, love as near 
as every breath.
