4 Students in Kindergarten and Preparatory

What the Scholarships Provide
Scholarship sponsors provide 80% of tuition costs and student families provide 20% of costs.

University students receive partial tuition payments, books & supplies, and transportation
High school students receive uniforms, shoes, notebooks & supplies, partial tuition
payments and transportation (3" year students graduation fee)

First, Second and Third cycle students receive uniforms, shoes, notebooks & supplies,
partial tuition payments and transportation (9" grade students graduation fee)
Kindergarten & Prep students receive uniforms, shoes, lunch money and paper

Each scholarship sponsor also pays a $67 fee that helps to cover the administrative costs of
the program Administrative costs include:
Teams and works of study $800 (Supplies and refreshments for parent and student
meetings)
Local training for parents/students $250
Regional interchange (events with scholarship kids from other nearby communities)
$800
Office supplies $100
Transportation for field trips and events and service projects $700
Salary for Scholarship Program Coordinator $2400

M. Sponsorship Costs
Sponsors can sponsor the total cost for one student or a portion of the cost for one student.

For each university student ~ $937.00

For each third year high school student ~ $562.00

For second & first year high school students ~ $487.00
For each 9" grade student ~ $332.00

For each third cycle student ~ $222.00 to $282.00

For each second cycle student ~ $212.00 to $272.00
For each 1% — 3" grade student = $212.00 to $272.00
For each Preparatory student = $187.00
