Overview of the 2009 Program

The program directors would like to offer as many scholarships as possible to children in Los
Heroes, both to encourage young children to go to school, and to support older children as
they struggle to stay in school.

1 Adult Student (Night School to finish High School)
11 University Students

18 High School Students

16 Third Cycle Students (Grades 7, 8, 9)

30 Second Cycle Students (Grades 4, 5, 6)

13 First Cycle Students (Grades 1, 2, 3)

3 Students in Preparatory

What the Scholarships Provide
Scholarship sponsors provide 80% of tuition costs and student families provide 20% of costs.

University students receive partial tuition payments, books & supplies, and transportation
High school students receive uniforms, shoes, notebooks & supplies, partial tuition
payments and transportation (3" year students graduation fee)

First, Second and Third cycle students receive uniforms, shoes, notebooks & supplies,
and transportation (9" grade students graduation fee)

Prep students receive uniforms, shoes, lunch money, paper and transportation

Each scholarship sponsor also pays a $10 fee that helps to cover the administrative costs of
the program Proposed administrative costs include:
Teams and works of study $700 (Supplies and refreshments for parent and student
meetings)
Regional interchange (events with scholarship kids from other nearby communities)
$600
Motivational gifts for students who are first in their classes of study (periodically over
the year) $600
Office supplies $200
Transportation for field trips and events and service projects $400
Closing celebration for the scholarship program $500
Transportation for monitoring the program (5 weekly)
Salary for Scholarship Program Coordinator $2400

lll. Sponsorship Costs
Sponsors can sponsor the total cost for one student or a portion of the cost for one student.

For each university student = $1100

For each third year high school student = $565

For second & first year bachillerato = high school students = $495
For each 9" grade student = $310

For each third cycle student = 7" — 8" grade student = $265

For each second cycle student = 4™ — 6™ grade student = $265
For each first cycle student = 1% — 3" grade student = $255

For each Preparatory student = $150

For each Adult student = $220
